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Tags Are for Cats, Too

Every day, cats arrive at animal shelters without collars and tags. Nearly all of them don't make it home. Just putting an ID tag on your cat can bring them home before they even end up at the shelter and can save you from hours and days of searching through various shelter and animal control agencies to find your cat. 

Even indoor cats should wear a collar and tag at all times; they can easily slip out and get lost and confused. Your ID tag should have your name, address, and phone number. Make sure to keep it current; lost pets are often found with ID tags with disconnected phone numbers after their owners have moved. 

Get your cat a breakaway collar, one designed with an elastic band that will let a cat escape if their collar gets snagged on something. The risk to your cat's life from being lost and never returning home is far greater than the risk of injury from a collar.

If your cat dislikes wearing a collar at first, take some time to get them used to it -- when you first put it on, give them an especially good catnip toy, treats, or playtime to occupy them. Take it off after a short while. Then gradually build up the time until your cat is wearing the collar continually.
